Thesis option is 33 hours, and
the nonthesis option is 39 hours.

Option I—Thesis

11 hours: FCS 417, FCS 420, FCS 402 (2 hours, repeated for a total of 4 hours)
6 hours of Internship Rotations: FCS 498
3 hours of electives
4 hours: FCS 499

Option II—Non-Thesis

Students selecting this 39-hour option will complete the follow degree requirements:

9 hour core: FCS 401, FCS 445, and FCS 497
11 hours: FCS 417, FCS 420, FCS 402 (2 hours, repeated for a total of 4 hours)
6 hours of Internship Rotations: FCS 498
13 hours of electives
